Definition:


Student will

· explain significance of Enlightenment
· summarize changes in 15th and 16th centuries that helped the natural philosophers develop new views

· define philosopher, rationalism, scientific method, inductive reasoning, laissez-fair
Philosophers:


Student will

· identify philosophers that contributed to Enlightenment 

· explain the significance of thoughts, ideas and principles of the philosophers for this time period

· identify three examples of new ideas in the form of scientific discoveries/innovations and list the changes they produced

Effects upon Institutions


Political:


Student will

· define the ideas of separation of powers and  social contract 

· explain the new role of the government

· explain the role of natural laws as they apply to the governed human society

· evaluate the present role of government in comparison 

Economic:

Student will

· Identify laissez-faire, mercantilism, capitalism
· Explain the role of Adam Smith’s “invisible hand” in the market

· analyze the role of the government in the economy and evaluate its effectiveness

Cultural:

Student will

· describe the obstacles women faced in 1600/1700’s

· relate the ideas of Enlightenment to changes in education and its purpose

· analyze the idea that society can change and make itself better

· describe changes in the system of courts and punishment due to Enlightenment ideals

Changes to Authority


Religious:


Student will

· compare the teachings of John Wesley to religious authorities of the time

· explain how Wesley’s ideas undermined the religious authority by encouraging individual thought, making religion accessible to lower and middle class and redefining salvation
Monarch/Absolutism:

Student will

· define enlightened absolutism
· explain how ideas of religious tolerance, freedom of speech, rights of private property and a fair court system changed the expectations of a ruler

· compare a democracy and monarchy in terms of rights and responsibilities of the citizens

Connections to Wars for Independence


American Revolution:


Student will

· define federal system, Bill of Rights, Democracy
· identify the principles of Enlightenment that encouraged revolution in the North American colonies

· identify the ideas of self-determination in the American Revolution and formation of the government of the United States of America

French Revolution:

Student will

· define bourgeoisie, coup d’etat
· describe social inequality and economic problems that led to the French Revolution

· evaluate the belief that the French Revolution was more complex and more radical as it created a new political and social order
