Evaluation Strategy


This Enlightenment curriculum will be assessed using both formative and summative evaluation methods to ensure that students are receiving the correct information, retaining the valuable information and utilizing the appropriate information.  The formative evaluation will be done by having the curriculum read over by history educators and administrators to check for accuracy and alignment to the standards.  Lessons taught from this plan could then be observed by these individuals to ascertain whether the outcomes are being met.  Projects developed in this unit should be assessed for student understanding and analysis of these could also provide insight into the effectiveness of the curriculum.  Teachers could administer pre- and post-assessment surveys of each unit to students to evaluate student perceptions, knowledge and understanding of the curriculum.


The formative evaluations should be coupled with summative evaluations in the following years.  Since the curriculum was based on the state standards, use of the OGT scores could be beneficial in measuring the success of the established plan.  Minor adjustments could be made to the curriculum so that it remains a valid tool in education.  Another method for measuring the curriculum’s success could be surveying former students who are now in college to see if the course was helpful in their current setting.
