Learner Outcomes

Subunit One: Plants

· Students will be able to explain that plants have five basic needs. (comprehension)

· They will be able to state the five needs of plants including air, water, nutrients (minerals), living space, and light to survive. (comprehension)

· Students will be able to describe the basic structure of plants that help them live in different environments such as roots, stem, or leaves. (comprehension)

· Students will be able to describe the habitats of many kinds of Ohio plants and examine how that distinct environment supports different kinds of organisms. (knowledge and analysis)

· Students will be able to compare Ohio plants during different seasons by describing changes in their appearance (blossom, lose leaves, die, become dormant). (knowledge and analysis)

· Students will be able to identify the location of the continents and oceans on maps, globes or other geographic representations. (analysis) (This is an inclusion of a Social Studies standard, which will be achieved through the study of the locations of various types of habitats.)

· Students will be able to identify and compare/contrast various environments or habitats that support different kinds of plants. (knowledge, comprehension, and analysis)
Subunit Two: Animals

· Students will be able to explain that animals including people have five basic needs. (comprehension)

· They will be able to state the five needs of animals including air, water, food, living space, and shelter. (comprehension)

· Students will be able to describe the basic structure of animals including humans that help them live in different environments such as lungs, gills, skin, or fur. (comprehension)

· Students will be able to identify the habitats of many kinds of Ohio animals (such as squirrels, chipmunks, deer, butterflies, bees, ants, bats, and frogs) and examine how that distinct environment supports different kinds of organisms. (analysis)

· Students will be able to compare the activities of Ohio animals during different seasons by describing changes in their behavior (hibernate, migrate, stay active) and appearance. (knowledge, comprehension, and analysis)

· Students will be able to identify the location of the continents and oceans on maps, globes or other geographic representations. (analysis) (This is an inclusion of a Social Studies standard, which will be achieved through the study of the locations of various types of habitats.)

· Students will be able to identify and compare/contrast various environments or habitats that support different kinds of organisms. (knowledge and analysis)

Subunit Three: Food Chains

· Students will be able to analyze and explain that food is a basic need of plants and animals. (knowledge and analysis)

· Students will be able to analyze and explain that plants need sunlight to make food/nutrients, and therefore to grow. (knowledge and analysis)

· Students will be able to analyze and explain that animals need plants and/or other animals for food. (knowledge and analysis)

· Students will be able to create and illustrate a basic food chain to demonstrate knowledge of the food chain and how it works. 

(Example: Sun ( Plant (Caterpillar (Small Bird (Eagle)

Subunit Four: Similarities and Differences

· Students will be able to analyze the habitats of many different kinds of Ohio plants and animals and some of the ways animals depend on plants and each other. (knowledge, comprehension, and analysis)

· Students will be able to explain why organisms can survive only in environments that meet their needs. (knowledge and comprehension)

· Students will be able to compare similarities and differences among individuals of the same kind of plants and animals, including people. (analysis)
