Evaluation Strategies


The focus of this curriculum design is third grade science.  The curriculum will be assessed using both formative and summative assessments.  

Summative assessment for the 3rd grade science curriculum will include a pre and post test for each unit aligned with the standards.  These assessments will include short answer, multiple choice, true and false questions, fill in, and extended response questions. Pre assessments inform teachers of the students’ prior knowledge.  Pre and post assessments will be collected and evaluated by the teacher to determine if there are any flaws in the curriculum.  Although third grade does not have a state mandated science achievement test, fifth grade does.  In fifth grade students will be tested on the concepts and ideas taught in third grade science.  Data from the achievement tests can be used by administrators to see if there are any “gaps” or “weaknesses” in the curriculum.  


Formative assessments allow teachers to check for understanding throughout the units and as they are being taught.  Questioning will be embedded into lessons to check for understanding.  Students will also be given short quizzes to assess what they remember.  Informal observation will be used during cooperative group work by using general questioning and peer evaluation.  Short independent projects will be used to show understanding of concepts taught throughout the unit.  

 The above evaluation strategies stated above allow a teacher to evaluate what students have learned through each unit.
