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Evaluation Strategy

Traditionally writing is assessed through summative types of assessments. This type of assessment would require a student to turn in a piece of writing in turn, the teacher would read it, make comments and corrections, and hand it back to the student. Theoretically, the student would then read through the teachers comments and learn from their errors. However, this is not always the case. Students need to be able to improve their writing skills and learn to be free thinkers and self-evaluate their writing. Students need to be able to problem solve and work cooperatively. In the evaluation category of Bloom’s taxonomy, resolving differences of opinion and setting criteria for evaluation is key. Students will be assessed through a variety of methods in this quarter. 

Reading applications and processes will be measured through the use of graphic organizers and his/her ability to successfully navigate their way through each application. A research report will be required on a nonfiction and fictional piece of literature. All research will be done in the school computer lab. All literary elements pertaining to one novel will be assessed as the students work their way through the novel (setting, plot, genre, mood, etc). This will be accomplished through a series of paper and pencil tests requiring students to identify the element and thoroughly explain it to show mastery. A unit test will be given after four chapters including multiple choice, character matching, and comprehension questions. 

The writing processes will be assessed through two research reports. Students will write a narrative and a descriptive paper on the topic of their choice and type their final draft on the computer. The focus of assessments, at this stage, will be setting up a correct paragraph including a thesis statement, introduction, body, and conclusion. Students will be evaluated on various elements and also be required to demonstrate knowledge of each. Peer editing and self-reflections will be graded as well through the use of a rubric.
