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Reading is an important skill for not only other academic areas, but for every day life.  Literacy is important daily living skills such as banking, ordering food, cooking, etc.  The development of literacy for some students with disabilities is a life long process.  It is important that progress is monitored frequently and accurately throughout so that the necessary reading skills can continue to be built upon.  Initially, we will be using the scores from the Ohio Achievement Test and those students who qualify for special education services to determine those students in the most need of reading intervention.  These tests will also give us an idea of the areas the students will need to build skills in.

To guide the reading intervention program we will be using Diebles to test students in their knowledge of reading including, fluency, comprehension, phonics, phonemic awareness, and vocabulary.  Students will be tested at the beginning of the year for baseline data.  The frequency of evaluation using the Diebles assessment will differ from student to student.  Students showing improvements in skills may need more assessments than those needing more time to develop those same skills.  Assessments will occur quarterly or as frequent as weekly.  

Informal evaluations of each category will include progress charts and teachers notes as to how students are developing in each of the sub units of reading.  When appropriate, testing will also include paper pencil tests and verbal tests.  Evaluations will differ according to the ability of the student and how he or she can show progress made.
