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Evaluation

There are many evaluations throughout this unit that will allow students to be evaluated fairly and by using diverse methods. The following is a list of evaluations that will be used in the civil rights unit with their descriptions.
1. Daily Questions: (about 2 points) will be asked at the beginning or end of the period 

depending on if the students did the homework from the night before, and if they were 

paying attention in class.

2. Group Activities: (20 points each) Ex: Students will each take a section of the reading 
or video to analyze and teach back to their group / class.

3. Timeline: (20 points each) The students will choose important dates / interesting dates to 

them, and create a timeline of events for the civil rights movement. This should include a few other dates in history that were occurring during the same time period. 

4. Projects: (25 points each) Students will complete a writing assignment / project that 

allows students to put themselves back in the civil rights era and write about how they

may have felt, and what was happening in their local neighborhoods.

5. Simulation: (50 points each) The students will create a video that (teacher taped within

the classroom) demonstrates an event, or their interpretation of an event that happened during the civil rights movement. Students will include a presentation in which they are reporting the event that they created, or are reporting about.

6. Quizzes: (25 points each) Students will complete quizzes throughout the unit that help 

them to understand what is expected of them on the test and to allow the teacher to see what needs to be reviewed before the test.

7. Test: (75-100 points) Students will complete the test at the end of the unit to show the 

knowledge that they have gained throughout the unit. 

This evaluation plan is appropriate for a contexualized curriculum because it allows for differentiated assessments. Students will be able to learn and be assessed according to numerous different methods that hit many different learning styles. I understand that some students are not the best test-takers, so in my classroom students will be assessed using multiple methods that gives everyone the chance to be successful.
