Rationale

Civil Rights is a huge issue not only for African American’s, but also for many other minorities into today’s society. I chose this unit because it will help to recognize diversity, build tolerance, and expand a student’s beliefs beyond what they have known. I chose to use the cooperative learning model, focusing on the jigsaw model. This model closely follows my beliefs about planning and teaching, using interactive activities and group work (Chiarelott). Although not every lesson that I have presented to you today, exactly fits under this model, however, all in some way fit under the cooperative learning idea. 

I truly believe that this model fits my teaching style the best. I want students to be interactive with the material. Through this method, my students will become problem solvers who think critically, and become highly motivated citizens that are ready for the real world. Students need to work with each other and learn team work, because so much of the work force is interactions with coworkers, and building relationships with people who can help you move up in the world. 


Using the cooperative learning technique is crucial to pushing past the material in the book and creating an environment where students ask why? This unit will allow the students to gain an understanding of the past, and take them back in time. They will be able to almost feel how the African Americans were treated back then. That is my goal, getting the students up out of their chairs, and creating a lesson that will stick with them for years to come. Hopefully, they will gain knowledge that will allow them to understand different cultures, and have a greater knowledge of how the world was, and where it is going.

Pre-Assessment


Students will be given a pre-assessment every day before we start a new topic, except for days in which we are going projects / presentations. These assessments, along with the chapter guide questions will allow me to gain an understanding of where the students are, as well as how I can help them improve the learning and retention. 


These assessments will lead into the day’s activities and / or notes. It will give the students a chance to remember what they have learned in the past about civil rights, and use it to build on in future lessons. The assessments themselves will be three questions that pertain to the day’s lesson. It will allow the teacher to see if the students have been keeping up on the reading, and if they know anything about the topic before it is presented to them. They are not specific questions, only asking basically, what do you know about this? 
Post Assessments

For post assessments, I use a variety of different styles: presentations, group work, a quiz, and a test. Students in my classes have a variety of ways to earn points if they are not the best test takers. I have included in the lesson the requirements for the newscaster presentation, as well as a copy of quiz and test at the end of this paper. Testing is crucial to checking for understanding, and gauging whether we should go back and cover some of the material again. 


For the quiz and test, the question styles include: multiple choice, true / false, matching, fill-in, short answer, and essay. I choose both specific questions and main ideas so that students will hopefully retain more than just the facts in history. Students will tested over all the material presented; however for the purpose of this project I only included the first five lessons. There 

will be some material on the tests that is not covered in those first five lessons.

2. Think / Pair / Share w/ popcorn reading: Using the information below, the students will attempt to fill in the answers (from the chapter study guide) individually using section 1 from the book. 
3.  Once they have filled in their answers completely on their own, they will pair up with person closest to them as they finish. They will go over the worksheet together and compare answers so they have the chance to feel more confident about the answers they both have. 
4. Once they have finished completely (or as close as possible) the students who have the highlighted portions of the worksheets will read their sections to the class with the answers.
Lecture / Summary / Evaluation - to support and review the newly learned ideas: 

Section 1: Freedom Now!

After the Montgomery Bus Boycott, many of the civil rights leaders met to discuss future actions and strategy. What association was expanded into the Southern Christian Leadership Conference (alliance of church based African American organizations dedicated to ending segregation)? – Montgomery Improvement Association

Non violent resistance: required protestors not to resort to violence, even when others attacked them.  How did King put it best? “confronting the forces of hate with the power of love”.

Student protests were being launched all around the country. An example of this was in 1958 when protestors in Oklahoma and Kansas conducted protests at segregated lunch counters.

Sit in: demonstrators protest by sitting down in a location and refuse to move.

Some of these demonstrators formed their own association of student activists called the… Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee.

What was the white response to all of this? Their response tested the students commitment to nonviolence. (English guard ex) 

Student reading: White response section at the end of page 622.

The Freedom Rides:

Congress of Racial Equality (CORE): Northern based civil rights group hoped to launch new nonviolent protests against racial discrimination.

Supreme Court Ruling: December 1960 – segregation in facilities such as bus stations that served interstate travelers was illegal. 

Reaction: A group known as the freedom riders (mostly core members) on bus trips around the south to test the violations that were going on in the south and to draw attention to the issue.

The riders met with violent resistance in both Anniston and Birmingham, Alabama. The local police did nothing for these peaceful protesters.

JFK: supported the constitutional rights of the riders to continue their journey. Both Robert Kennedy and JFK attempted to protect the freedom riders as they were making their trip

Continued Struggles:

University of Mississippi: Student reading

Use the book chart on page 624 – Protest In Albany, Georgia vs. Protest in Birmingham, Alabama.

In wanting to revive the protests, MLK Jr. allowed himself to be jailed; did not work because there was not an incident to draw attention surrounding the arrest.

April 1963: SCLC started a series of boycotts, marches, and sitins to protest Birmingham’s segregation laws. Many were jailed and as the courts stepped in more and more in Birmingham, less and less people were willing to participate.

Using Kids in the protest: had the same if not a worse effect on the public, and did not effect the family financially by being in jail.

March on Washington:



Was done to gain support for the movement. People gathered at the Lincoln Memorial in August of 1963. There were musicians, and speakers, all discussing the struggle for civil rights. Martin Luther King gave the final speech at the march. 



In Class reading: Biography Martin Luther King Jr. (pg. 626)



His speech was one of the most influential in American history. 

(Play Video) King spoke of what his vision of the United States could and should be. “I have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and live out the true meaning of its creed: “we hold these truths to be self evident; that all men are created equal… When we let freedom ring, when we let it ring from every village and every hamlet, from every state, and every city, we will be able to speed up that day when all of God’s children, black men and white men, Jews, and Gentiles, Protestants and Catholics, will be able to join hands and sing in words of the old negro spiritual, “Free at Last! Free at Last! Thank God Almighty, we are free at last!”


The March on Washington was a pivotal moment in the movement, because it brought attention to the issue and really showed how important it was that equality was brought to everyone in the United States.


Even though things appeared to be looking up, however there was a bombing in a Birmingham Church that killed four, and then JFK was assassinated. The future of the movement seemed to be unclear.


Johnson supported the civil rights bill, and in 1964, the bill was passed. 


The Civil rights act of 1964 banned discrimination in employment and in public accommodations. It also gave the Justice Dept. the power to enforce school desegregation.

The SNCC and the SCLC established the Council of Federated Organizations to help coordinate voter registration drives. Any one who was attempting to vote if they were African American, or attempting to aid an African American to vote would be ridiculed, harassed, or beaten. 


This violence scared many African Americans away from voting.

 A New Approach

In 1963, SNCC workers learned that the Voter Education Project was unable to fund voter registration drives in Mississippi. A new strategy had to be found to turn the voter registration campaign around. This was when Robert Moses suggested that they should try to gain a large number of white volunteers into the voter registration efforts.  Moses stated that “it changes the whole complexion of what you’re doing, so it isn’t any longer Negro fight white. It’s a question of rational people fighting irrational people.”

      Freedom Summer

The SNCC decided to go ahead with Moses’ plan. They recruited volunteers that would   

attended training classes in Ohio and would then head down to Mississippi. 

     Student reading page 630: 2nd paragraph freedom summer

     Political Organizations:

In addition to the voter registration issues, the COFO leaders also wanted to place African Americans on Mississippi’s delegation to the Democratic National Convention. This was not accepted by a state party in that they would not accept any African American candidates. 

Because of this, COFO helped to create the Mississippi Freedom Democratic Party which formed its own delegation.

     Student reading: page 631: 2nd paragraph under political organization. Discuss.
     Selma and the Voting Rights Act:

In 1965 a registration drive was launched in Selma, Alabama. Why do you think this was? _________________________________

    Show me the numbers!!

African Americans were attempting to register and they were being beaten and arrested; civil rights leaders responded by calling for a protest march from Selma to Montgomery. However it was rejected by their governor who immediately banned the protest.

Did this stop them? ________ 600 people began the 50 mile trek on March 7. Outside of Selma, the police began to attack the marchers. The police had clubs, ropes, and whips. This gained support around the country for the marchers, and it was known as “Bloody Sunday”.

Voting Rights Act: Finally passed in 1965. This put the entire registration process under federal control. Shortly after the passage of the act, examiners went to the south to get the African American people who were not registered to vote, to sign up. 

Alabama: 1968  -  57% of African Americans were registered to vote

Mississippi: 1968  -  59% of African Americans were registered to vote.

2) Think / Share

Students will create a concept map starting with writing down everything that they know about Malcolm X and Martin Luther King Jr. In this next section they will learn about alternative means of achieving civil rights that were proposed by civil rights leaders.

Day One:

Malcolm X was a Black Muslim leader in the Civil Rights movement.

If the movement was not progressing as fast as the people fighting for civil rights might like, what do you think their course of action was?

Well the nonviolence strategy was bringing change, but very slowly, so other methods had to be found, and that is exactly what we are going to be discussing the next couple of days.

Who is Wallace D. Fard? He is the founder of the Nation of Islam.  He also started the group known as the black Muslims in Detroit Michigan in 1930. 

What was this organization based on? The Islamic Religion founded by the prophet Muhammad. 

What did the black Muslims emphasize? The supremacy of black people over all other races. 

Muhammad preached a message of black nationalism. He believed that African Americans should create their own republic within the United States. 

Many black Muslims even rejected their last names as examples of slavery and used the letter “X” to symbolize the lost African American names.

Muhammad stressed self discipline as the way to achieve the dream of a separate African American nation. For example what kind of things were black Muslims not allowed to do? Drink / smoke / maintain a strict diet / discouraged from serving in the military (so what do you think happened in WWII?) draft evasion; sent to prison.

While in prison himself, Muhammad realized that many of the prisoners were being left out of the organizations that were recruiting African Americans for their support in the civil rights movement. He used this to his advantage and pushed for the convicts to live the way of life that was stressed in the Nation of Islam. No only did he recruit prisoners but he also attempted to bring in the lower income African Americans and his recruitment efforts were really effective.

In the end what did Muhammad preach / stand for?

-black nationalism

-stressed self discipline as the way to achieve the dream of a separate African 
  American nation.

Malcolm X:

His part in the movement allowed the Nation of Islam to grow. He was a charismatic minister. What was his real name? Malcolm Little.
