· Trustworthiness 

· The students will identify attributes of trustworthiness. (Knowledge)

· The students will summarize the attributes in their own words. (Comprehension)
· Students will relate these attributes to behaviors in the world. (Application)

· Students will be able to discriminate between positive trust attributes and negative trust attributes. (Analysis)

· Students will create informational posters reinforcing positive trust attributes. (Synthesis)

· Students will be able to defend actions and behaviors as positive trust attributes or negative based on the informational posters. (Evaluation)
· Respect
· Students will state the previous attributes of trustworthiness. (Memory/recall)
· The students will identify attributes of respect. (Knowledge)
· The students will distinguish actions that resemble respect. (Comprehension)
· Student will use the attributes and teach other students how to show respect. (Application)

· Students will compare the attributes to non-respect attributes and explain which attributes display respect and why. (Analysis)

· Students will be able to create pictures portraying what respect should look like. (Synthesis)

· Using the respect attributes that were established, students will be able to judge if behavior is respectful or not and explain why. (Evaluation)
· Responsibility

· The students will state the previous character attributes. (Memory/recall)

· The students will identify attributes of responsibility. (Knowledge)
· Students will describe attributes of responsibility from several scenarios and stories. (Comprehension)

· Students will solve problems from stories using the responsibility attributes. (Application)

· Students will correlate the previous attributes with this attribute and analyze why they are good character traits. (Analysis)

· Students will design symbols to represent the attributes for responsibility. (Synthesis)

· The students will defend their symbols according to the established attributes of responsibility. (Evaluation)
· Fairness

· The students will state the previous attributes of good character. (Memory/recall)

· The students will identify attributes of fairness. (Knowledge)
· Students will discuss examples of these attributes they have witnessed in their lives. (Comprehension)

· Students will establish rules for the classroom that relate to these attributes. (Application)

· Students will connect these attributes to school and community life through examples of how they are shown in these places. (Analysis)

· Students will express the importance of these attributes in school, home, and community life. (Synthesis)
· The students will be able to conclude that these attributes are necessary to develop good character traits and values. (Evaluation)

· Caring

· Students will state the previous attributes of good character. (Memory/recall)

· The students will identify attributes of caring. (Knowledge)
· The students will group attributes into categories of caring or non-caring traits. (Comprehension)
· Students will construct rules to develop attributes. (Application)

· Students will focus on attributes individually and select specific attributes for specific situations. (Analysis)

· Students will collaborate and express the importance of these attributes. (Synthesis)

· Students will explain how these attributes contribute to society and affect other people. (Evaluation) 
· Citizenship
· Students will state the previous attributes of good character. (Memory/recall)

· The students will identify attributes of citizenship. (Knowledge)
· The students will associate the attributes to their lives in society, school, and home. (Comprehension)

· Students will demonstrate attributes in school life, home life, and in society. (Application)

· Students will compare and contrast attributes associated with home life, to school life, and in society. (Analysis)

· Students will be able to integrate attributes from home into school life and school and home life into society. (Synthesis)

· Students will be able to explain the roles of a citizen based on the established attributes. (Evaluation)
