Poetry
· Knowledge:  Students will be able to recite the poem.
· Comprehension:  Students will discuss the poem New Feet Within My Garden Go by Emily Dickinson. 
· Application: Students will interpret the poem in their own words.
· Analysis: Students will compare the poem to another poem of their choice.
· Evaluation:  Students will select another poem with the same or similar meaning and evaluate which poem would be more appropriate in discussing the concept of change.
· Synthesis: Students will write their own poem.

Literature

· Knowledge:  Students will be able to recall elements of the assigned novel.
· Comprehension:  Students will discuss the novel in a literature circle.
· Application: Students will complete a literature web to outline key elements of the text.
· Analysis: Students will compare the characters within the novel to individuals in society.
· Evaluation:  Students will justify events in the book and will evaluate current events as they relate to the storyline.
· Synthesis: Students will formulate an new story using current events as the basis.
Technology

· Knowledge:  Students will be able list types of technology.
· Comprehension:  Students will classify types of technology used by humans.
· Application: Students will create a timeline to show how technology has changed since the industrial revolution.
· Analysis: Students will compare lifestyles before certain technologies to today.
· Evaluation:  Students will write a persuasive piece to justify use of new technology.
· Synthesis: Students will invent their own new technological device.

Society
· Knowledge:  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the US census.
· Comprehension:  Students will identify methods of tracking population.
· Application: Students will explain how different environments affected human activity in North America.
· Analysis: Students will analyze the positive and negative consequences of human impacts on the environment.
· Evaluation:  Students will write a persuasive piece to support either development or conservation.
· Synthesis: Students will create their own mock government.
