Evaluation Strategies

Teachers use many kinds of evaluation strategies during any lesson or unit they teach.  I will be using both formal and non formal evaluation through this curriculum design unit.  When using these evaluation strategies I can quickly assess what the students know and what they do not know.  This will tell me what I need to spend more time on to ensure that all students understand what I am teaching.


I will begin with a pre-assessment to see where the students currently are and what I need to emphasize during the unit.  Then at the end of the unit I will give the same test as a post test and I will see what the students have learned and if anything needs to be revisited.  

I will be using observations and a check sheet to assess the students’ group work.  The check sheet will have all the students’ names on it and I will simply put a check by the students that I observe who are either not working during the group research time or who may need my help in finding the information or putting together their presentation or essay.  I will then look at the list and whoever has a check by their name or a note I will visit with them individually and we will decide together what steps need to be taken to get this student back up to speed with the rest of the class.  This method seemed to work very well in my student teaching classroom.


The students will also be completing Venn Diagrams throughout the lessons.  These Venn Diagrams will be collected and assessed for accuracy in the comparisons of the animals that the student chose.  The students will also be assessed on the content of their PowerPoint and their presentations to the class.
