Collection of Coins - Day 1

Penny

Skill to be learned:  Students will accurately identify the penny and its value. 

Procedures: 

*Prior to the start of today’s lesson, the teacher will call students back to a table and ask them to name and state the value of a penny, nickel, dime, and quarter.  Responses will be included on the pre-assessment checklist. 

Introductory Activity: 

Circle time: A large paper penny will be posted on the easel.  Students will then be shown a handful of pennies and asked if anyone knows which coin it is.  Each student will be given a penny. 

Discuss characteristics of the coin: shape, size, color, what is on the front, what is on the back, is the edge of the coin flat or rigid?  Discuss how much a penny is worth.

Teacher will model a penny rubbing by laying a sheet of paper over two pennies (one heads up, one tails) using a brown or copper crayon.
Developmental Activity:  Students will work in groups of 3 to complete center activities.
Centers:  Teacher will explain each center to students.  Parent volunteer will assist students through centers as well.
Math Center:  Penny Rubbings-Students will make rubbings of pennies as teacher modeled.  These will be placed in their Collection of Coins folder.

Listening Center: Students will listen to recorded songs about pennies.

Reading Center: The word penny will be written on chart paper.  Books about pennies will be placed in a basket at this center and students will be able to look through pictures of the penny.

Science Center: Students will use magnifying glasses to look at the heads and tails of pennies.  

Math Center: Various Dixie cups will be placed at this center.  Each cup will be labeled with a specific number and students will count out that number of pennies and place them in the cup.

Writing Center: At the top of the rubbing paper (whether completed or not), students will copy the sentence, “This is a penny.  It is 1¢.”  

Drawing Center: Students will draw their own picture of a penny to be included in their coin collection folder.

Concluding Activity: Back to carpet

Sing together to tune of high-ho the dairy-oh

“A penny is worth one, a penny is worth one, we love to count this coin, a penny is worth one.” 

Assessment: Towards the end of centers, teacher will call students back to a table and ask them to name the penny and state its value.
Materials Needed: pre-assessment sheet, large cut-out poster of penny, jar of real pennies, blank sheets of paper for penny rubbings, brown and copper colored crayons, CDs with songs about pennies recorded on them, headphones and CD player, books about pennies (see book list), Dixie cups
