Unit Outcomes:
Self-Help: 
Indicate need, assist in, and/or care for self when restrooming:
· The student will raise his/her hand to communicate the need to use the restroom or get a drink in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Or for students with limited verbal/physical skills
· The student will independently select and present a picture cue card to adult indicating the need to use the restroom in 4 out of 5 attempts.
· The student will communicate the need to use the bathroom by hitting a Big Mac Switch and successfully complete his bathroom routine  Mac switch with
· The student will grasp pants (pull up/down) given adult assistance to stabilize his/her body in 4 out of 5 attempts.
· The student will reach for necessary items (soap, turn on/off water and paper towels) when washing his/her hands in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Use appropriate utensil when eating:

· The student will select the appropriate utensil (spoon, fork, knife) when eating according to their food choice in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Or for students with limited verbal or physical skills

· Using an augmentative communication device, the student will press the switch to express the appropriate utensil that is needed for specific food choices in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Wash hands, face, and teeth with minimal assistance:

· When needed, the student will wash his/her hands, face, and teeth with minimal assistance with appropriate materials/utensils.

Assist or remove/put on own coat:
· When arriving/leaving school, the student will get his/her own coat from locker and put on independently in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Or student with limited physical ability
· The student will extend arm to assist with put on or taking off coat in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Develop mobility to move around the school/classroom:

· Using a walker/wheelchair, the student with maneuver his/her way around the classroom/school environment with independence in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Home Help:

Identify food groups for planning a balanced meal:

· The student will select the proper food group for given foods with 80% accuracy in 4/5 trials.
· The student will use the food pyramid to select healthy foods from each food group in 4 out of 5 attempts.
· Using a grocery ad, the student will select items from each food group to create a menu in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Participate in food preparation using small appliances:

· The student will demonstrate proper safety techniques while cooking with complete supervision in 4 out of 5 attempts. 
· The student will use electrical appliances safely with complete supervision in 4 out of 5 attempts.
· The student will independently use simple kitchen tools effectively in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Prepare simple foods that require limited assistance:

· The student will prepare simple foods on a stove, oven or microwave with minimal assistance in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Fold and hang clothing items:

· The student will independently hang his/her coat after its removal in 4 out of 5 attempts.

· When changing for gym class, the student will independently fold clothes and place in bag/locker in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Wash/dry dishes and perform other clean up activities/Perform basic cleaning tasks:

· The student will perform weekly assigned classroom job with minimal to no assistance in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Demonstrate basic telephone skills:

· During role play activities, the student will demonstrate knowledge of the telephone key pad in order to place a call in 4 out of 5 attempts.

· During role play activities, the student will demonstrate appropriate social behavior in order to hold a conversation with the person on the other end of the telephone in 4 out of 5 attempts.
Health and Safety:

Identify emergency situations and how to call 911:

· Given a variety of real-world situations, the student will identify those situations that are considered to be an emergency in 4 out of 5 attempts.

· After recognizing an emergency situation, the student will demonstrate the appropriate emergency service provider that will assist with the situation (police, fire/rescue, etc) in 4 out of 5 attempts.

Recognize basic health issues and use of prescription drugs:

· The student will recognize when they are not feeling well and express the feeling to an adult in 4 out of 5 attempts.

· The student will follow a schedule/timer to determine when it is time for prescription medication in 4 out of 5 attempts.
