The subunits selected for this course of study are delineated in the revised Ohio content standards for third grade social studies.  In addition, our district has adopted the Scott Foresman Reading Street series that is aligned with all of the Ohio Content Standards.  Each of the titled subunits corresponds to the content in our reading story.  All the concepts build upon each other throughout the five-week unit.  In order to provide a more seamless learning environment, each subunit will follow the story.  For example, in the subunit “Financial Literacy”, the story that week is “Alexander, Who used to be Rich, Last Sunday”.  Students will read the story and learn about such topics as earning, spending, and saving money.  Also, concepts such as opportunity costs and budgeting will be introduced.  All of these concepts can be found in the story and activities will be developed for the students to make personal connections to those concepts.
