Unit Intended Learning Outcomes

Subunit One:  Pre-writing

· Students will be able to identify the topic audience, purpose and tasks.

· Students will be able to generate ideas/brainstorm.

· Students will be able to identify the main idea.

· Students be able to create a thesis.

· Students will understand what paraphrasing is and be able to demonstrate the ability to paraphrase.

· Students will understand what plagiarism is and how to avoid it.

· Students will be able to identify original vs. borrowed information.

· Students will choose and evaluate an organizational idea.

Subunit Two:  Drafting

· Students will be able to organize their writings through sequencing.  Students will use a topic sentence, supporting sentences and connective/transitional devices.

· Students will be able to group related words and topics.

· Students will analyze spelling, word choice, punctuation, sentence structure, capitalization and grammatical structure for accuracy.

Subunit Three:  Editing

· Students will reread their writings and identify areas where clarification is needed.

· Students will develop proofreading skills where they can identify errors that were missed during the drafting stage.

· Students will seek feedback from other sources: other students, teachers, supervisors, etc.

· Students will use reflective strategies to determine where changes may be needed.

· Students will utilize checklists and rubrics to identify where changes/additions need to be made.

Subunit Four:  Publishing

· Students will use technology/computers to compose text.

· Students will present writings that have correct spacing and is legible.

· Students will present writings that have appropriate visuals and/or graphics.
