Students will identify and understand the daily lives of Spanish speaking people in different Spanish speaking countries.

Skills and habits (application and analysis)
Students will apply the vocabulary words and grammar structures through everyday communication in the target language.
Students will compare and contrast the daily life of Spanish speaking people and people in the United States.  

Character and community (synthesis and evaluation)
Students will demonstrate the different Expeditionary Learning principals through the synthesis and evaluation of different cultural aspects.
SUBUNIT: Mis amigos y yo

LEARNING TARGETS:

Knowledge and content (knowledge and comprehension)

Students will recognize and comprehend the vocabulary words and phrases associated with peoples personal and physical characteristics.

Students will identify and describe activities people like and dislike doing.

Skills and habits (application and analysis)
Students will demonstrate their knowledge of the words and phrases used to describe the activities people like and dislike doing, personality traits, and physical characteristics by connecting these to their personal experiences.

Character and community (synthesis and evaluation)

Students will demonstrate qualities of the primacy of self-development, collaborations and competition, and service compassion by analyzing and evaluating the perspectives of friendships and relationships of people from Spain and the Caribbean’s.

United States and Central America through vocabulary words and phrases about schools.

Skills and habits (application and analysis)
Students will illustrate their understanding of activities and subjects of a normal school day.

Students will show where different classroom objectives are located.

Students will compare and contrast the school systems of the U.S. and Central America.
Students will use and construct sentences using subject pronouns and regular –AR present tense verbs

Character and community (synthesis and evaluation)
Students will demonstrate qualities of having wonderful ideas and diversity and inclusion by designing their prefect classroom and justifying the design.
SUBUNIT: La comida

LEARNING TARGETS:

Knowledge and content (knowledge and comprehension)

Students will identify common foods and drinks.

Students will differentiate between foods and drinks consumed at breakfast, lunch, and dinner.

Students will describe the characteristics of meals, types, times, and quantity, typical in the U.S. and South America.

Skills and habits (application and analysis)
Students will classify the vocabulary words of foods and drinks into the appropriate food group by designing and labeling their own food pyramid.

Students will express likes and dislikes of the vocabulary words associated with foods and drinks.

Students will write a paragraph using regular –ER and –IR verbs.

Character and community (synthesis and evaluation)
Students will express qualities of success and failure, the natural world, and solitude and reflection by assessing the eating and exercise habits of the U.S. and then inventing a solution.
