Learning Outcomes

Reading for Literature
Key Ideas and Details:  Students will—

· Cite the textual evidence that supports an analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferred.

· Determine the theme or central idea of a text, and analyze it in relation to the characters, setting, and plot.  Summarize text objectively.

· Analyze how parts of a story propel the action, reveal character aspects or provoke a decision.

Craft and Structure:  Students will—

· Determine the meaning of words and phrases as used in text, both figurative and connotative meanings; analyze word choice and impact.

· Compare and contrast the structure of two or more texts analyzing how each contributes to meaning and style.

· Analyze how differences in point of view of characters and audience create effect.

Integration of Knowledge and Ideas:  Students will—

· Analyze the extent to which filmed or live media stick to or depart from the text, evaluating such choices by the director or actors.

· Analyze how a modern work of fiction draws on themes from myths, traditional stories, or religious works, yet becomes “new”.

Range of Reading and Level of Complexity:  Students will—

· By the end of the year, be reading and comprehending literature, including stories, dramas and poems, at the high end of 6-8 complexity band, proficiently.

Reading for Information

Key Ideas and Details:  Students will—

· Cite the textual evidence that supports an analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferred.

· Determine the central idea of a text, and analyze it in relation to supporting details.  Summarize text objectively.

· Analyze how text makes connections amongst the differences between individuals, ideas or events (compare, use analogies, categorize).

Craft and Structure:  Students will—

· Determine the meaning of words and phrases as used in text, including, figurative, technical and connotative meanings; analyze word choice and meaning (tone, analogies, allusions).

· Analyze paragraph structure and sentence meaning in developing key concepts.

· Determine author’s point of view or purpose in a text and analyze how the author responds to conflicting viewpoints.

Integration of Knowledge and Ideas:  Students will—

· Evaluate advantages and disadvantages of using different medium (digital text, print, video) to present a particular topic or idea.

· Identify and evaluate the argument in a text, assessing whether the reasoning is sound, evidence is relevant and sufficient, and whether irrelevant information is introduced.

· Analyze a case in which two or more texts provide conflicting information on the same topic and identify where they disagree.

Range of Reading and Level of Complexity:  Students will—

· By the end of the year, be reading and comprehending literary nonfiction at the high end of 6-8 complexity band, proficiently.
