Vocabulary tic-tac-toe Overview

In order to develop an understanding for your vocabulary words, you are going to complete Vocabulary Tic-Tac-Toe. You will select three activities in a row from the board (horizontal, vertical, or diagonal). When selecting the three activities in a row, consider the ways you learn best and what most appeals to you. If the option sounds interesting to you, you will more than likely be successful in learning the vocabulary words, which is the main goal.  

Over the course of our vocabulary unit, you will work on this in-class and at home. You may use the supplies at the back of the room to assist you in completing the assignments. Although some of the activities revolve around music or acting, you will be required to turn in a hard copy for each choice. It also goes without saying to make sure each product is school appropriate. Additionally, make sure you use all 16 words for each option.

Furthermore, I will inform you when each square is due. There will be three separate due dates, so we have three times of practicing the words together. On each assigned due date, you will present your product to your group. I will also offer time to share your product with the entire class if you wish. We will hang materials around the class, as well. 

Vocabulary Tic-Tac-Toe Board

	Chart 

Grasp a complete understanding of your vocabulary words by creating a chart of these words. The chart will contain the following headings across the first row: Vocabulary Words (column one), Parts of Speech (column two), Synonyms (column three), and Antonyms (column four). Next, write the 16 vocabulary words under column one. After doing so, you will use a dictionary, thesaurus, and/or computer to complete the rest of your chart.


	Comic strip

Who said vocabulary couldn’t be funny? Create a comic strip that utilizes your vocabulary words. Remember that this is a comic strip. Thus, you will have more than one box. Use this to your advantage by including creative images and great dialogue that demonstrates your understanding of the vocabulary words. Also, underline the vocabulary words in your comic strip.


	Flashcards

All workers have tools of the trade. Perhaps one of the greatest for vocabulary learners is flashcards. In order to better understand your vocabulary words, create flashcards using all of your vocabulary words. The best way to create these is using index cards or cutting up cardstock paper (as long as it is the same size). On the front of each card, write the name of the vocabulary word. On the back of each card, write the respective definition. Then start testing your knowledge!



	Song 

Perhaps humming a tune is the way you learn best. If so, use this strategy of music to help you remember your vocabulary words. Create a song, rap, or jingle that utilizes your vocabulary words. You may choose to modify another song with your vocabulary words. However, make sure you give credit to the song. Additionally, make sure you have a paper copy of your product with the vocabulary words underlined.


	Letter

Using your vocabulary words, write a friendly letter to someone of your choice. Make it your goal to have strong context clues around the vocabulary words. Moreover, if someone reading the letter didn’t know the meaning of the words, your sentences would be strong enough to reveal meaning. This will be great practice in learning your words! Also, underline the vocabulary words in your letter.
	 Skit

Ready, set, action! In regards to this vocabulary choice, you will create a mini skit that incorporates your vocabulary words. Make sure that the vocabulary words are used correctly. Additionally, make sure you have a paper copy of your script with the vocabulary words underlined.

	ILLUSTRATION

Provide yourself some visuals for learning vocabulary! For this option you are going to draw 16 images of your vocabulary words on a poster. Under each picture, write the vocabulary word. Make sure that your illustrations accurately represent the meaning of the word. The more detail you provide the better! Additionally, consider the layout before you begin the project.
	COLLECTION

Ready for the vocabulary search? You are going to create a collection that represents your vocabulary words. While not impossible, it would be incredibly difficult to gather 16 items representing your words. Thus, magazines and newspapers are going to be your grounds for the search. You will cut out either vocabulary words or images that depict the words (label the pictures) that you find. Then glue them in your own arrangement on a poster board. Also, no Internet cutouts; your goal is to challenge yourself!


	INTERVIEW

Report on the vocabulary knowledge of others! You will ask three family members or friends if you can interview their knowledge skills (no one in English II). However, before you begin any interviews, make sure you are prepared. Have a copy of the vocabulary words and their definitions. Next to each word, have three columns (one representing each interviewee). As you interview each individual, check whether they get the words back. Then prepare a brief transcript of your findings. Also, have a transcript of your findings ready to turn in.
