Case Study #1: Scott Allen

Designing Learning Objects for Primary Learners
Scott Allen and his design team had won a tender for a major project with SchoolsOnline, a national initiative to develop online resources for primary and secondary schools. Scott and his design team must create small-scale resources that are flexible for teachers to use with whole class, small groups or for students to work independently.

I began my design with all of the teams that are associated with the project and gave a brief explanation of each teams’ jobs.  I went into further detail, and attached another concept map for the design team because each of the members were recognized throughout the case study for their individual expertise. I felt it was a positive change to have the teams meet directly every other week, as suggested in the case study, to collaborate ideas and discuss the design brief so that everyone is on the same “wavelength.”


After identifying the problem, I designed a small branch for each of the design briefs that the teams were critiquing.  I felt that neither of the ideas was appropriate for the classroom and so I developed a new idea that the teams could critique and possibly use.


To present my possible solutions I decided to incorporate the ADDIE model into my concept map.  I chose the ADDIE model because it is a step-by-step framework and there is ongoing feedback throughout all the phases. I gave detailed descriptions for each phase, and also made an additional concept map for the design phase.  For the design phase, I followed the Bloom’s Taxonomy levels to plan my desired lesson. I also attached some instructional resources that would be used at the specific levels. The two higher level skills, synthesis and evaluation, I placed in the evaluation phase on my concept map with attachments of resources for the lesson.


In designing the concept map for this particular case study, I wanted to convey my thought process of the project in a way for others to clearly interpret and understand.  I used bold face words for headings and color coordinated specific ideas to assist others in critiquing my work.
