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Professional Development for Administrators Appointed

as District Representatives


This professional development series is broken into two series:  Federal Laws and State Imposed Rules, Regulations, and Policies.  The amount of information regarding special education law is overwhelming, and the series will focus on the key points with which an administrator should be familiar with in order to effectively serve in their role as a district representative for IEP meetings.  Breaking this professional development series into two parts is done with the intent of making special education laws, rules, regulations, and policies less overwhelming.


The series will start with Federal Laws, as that is the basis for State rules, regulations, and policies.  Having educators be able to explain Federal Laws and understand the purpose behind them, is a natural first step in the effort to generate buy-in to comply with State imposed rules, regulations, and policies.


The second series, State Imposed Rules, Regulations, and Policies will take a greater amount of time to cover as compared to the Federal Law series, as it will be more detailed.  The second series will start with exposing educators to the Ohio Operating Standards.  Educators will be taught to reference this guide to assist them in complying with confidentiality requirements, admissions, transfers, suspension and expulsion procedures, procedural safeguards requirements, and ensuring IEPs are in compliance.  The topic of compliant IEPs will also be tied to addressing student behavior and manifestation determination requirements.  Student behavior and compliant IEPs will be given in-depth attention (of course this will be dependent on formative assessments) as these are the most common issues that result in a due process situation.
