
Evaluation Strategy


This unit on Ancient Rome has a number of different learning outcome goals.  To appropriately assess these learning outcomes a series of assessment tools will be necessary.  The evaluation strategy for this unit will utilize a combination of formative and summative assessments.  The formative assessments will utilize the value-added approach in order to gauge students growth throughout the unit.  The summative assessment will measure the student’s overall level with the material and will be formatted based on the set-up of the state test. 


Formative assessments will occur daily in the classroom.  These assessments will take the form of entry and exit slips, teacher observation, students classwork and periodic writing assignments of up to one page in length.  The entry and exit slips will be utilized to assess the concrete concepts within the unit.  The classwork and writing assignments will be used to assess the student’s understanding of the more sophisticated concepts and connections.  The writing assignments will also serve as a link to practicing the writing process, as this is a vital skill in showing knowledge within this unit.  


The summative assessment will mirror the format of the state test.  The test will consist of multiple choice questions, one short answer question (one paragraph response) and one extended response question (one page response).  The multiple choice questions will each be written so they are a DOK level of 2 or higher.  This way students will be preparing for the higher order questioning and thinking.  The short answer will aim a more concrete process oriented information.  The extended response will require the student to provide in depth insight into a core theme of the unit beyond simple regurgitation.  


The assessments will be created prior to the unit being taught so that the teaching strategies will appropriately prepare the student for the questioning on the summative assessment.  The results of the summative assessments will be recorded and judged at the end of the unit in order to determine effectiveness of teaching strategies and formative assessment data.
