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Evaluation
· Students will have a class critique where they respectfully give their classmates compliments on their strengths in their drawings as well as areas of improvement.  
· Students will discuss each classmates progression throughout the drawing units and discuss whether they have improved and/or understood the technique.

· Student will critique the lesson. Did they find it beneficial? Did they enjoy it? Did they improve?

Students will only be graded on the Unit 2 and 3 drawings.  Summative assessment is based on their effort in the drawing, if they used class time wisely, if they were respectful to the teacher and their classmates, along with the requirements of the drawing
Unit 2 requirements:

· Students must have one box, one flower, and one ribbon in their drawing.

· Students must focus on one area of the still-life and cover their whole paper with the subject matter they are drawing.

Unit 3 requirements:

· Students must have one key, one geometric shape, and a portion of the beads in their drawing.
· Students must focus on one area of the still-life and enlarge the objects.  The objects must cover the whole paper with the subject matter they are drawing.
