Essential Question(s)
	How do we know what happened to the children in the relocation of Jews during holocaust?



Prior Knowledge and Lesson Summary
	Background Knowledge:  For the past week, students have been learning about the Holocaust in Language Arts and Social Studies.  In our World Religions unit, the students learned about all the world’s religions, including Judaism.  Currently, in English, they are reading The Diary of Anne Frank, which is a great age-appropriate representation of the Holocaust.  In Social Studies, the students have already explored how the Holocaust began after centuries of ingrained anti-Judaism, which led to racial anti-Semitism and Hitler’s desire to eliminate all Jews.  
Lesson Summary:  In today’s lesson the students will be exploring a historical video that will extend the knowledge students have on the holocaust and deepen their historic understanding about this topic.  The class will analyze a short film as a historical source and compare it to other sources relating to children during the holocaust.  Students will be completing a chart to draw conclusions about the sources used to answer the Essential Question.   

** Before students viewed any Holocaust videos, read any resources or listen to the teacher read aloud from Escape:  Children of the Holocaust by Allan Zullo, a parent signature will be required from a teacher created permission slip explaining the sensitive and graphic material that could be shared.

Procedures  

	Introduction to Lesson

· As students walk into class, the teacher will randomly pass out strips of fabric that have the Jewish star of David on them.  Students will be asked to put them on and wear them throughout the lesson.  (Students will be asked to reflect on this at the end of the lesson.)
· Teacher will ask students to make the connection between what is being studied in Language Arts and Social Studies.
· Teacher will pose the Essential Questions to the students.  Students will discuss with partners what they think happened to children during the holocaust (discussing with partners first will help below grade-level students come up with ideas to write on their chart).
Lesson

· Students will be asked to complete a chart (attached below) with at least two pieces of information on what they discussed with their partners and answering the Essential Questions posed by the teacher.
· Teacher will then set-up the background to the video source the clip so the students understand what they will be viewing.  Be sure to note again that some of the film shows graphic images and that unless their parent signed the permission slip, they will not be able to view the video.
· After the video, the teacher will allow time for students to collaborate with a small group to discuss what was viewed.  Students will then write down at least two ideas answering the Essential Questions using evidence from the video.
· A class discussion will take place regarding the information students concluded in their charts.
· Students will then be given an article based on their reading ability/grade level ability on what happened to children during the relocation of Jews during the holocaust.
· Students will independently read the resource and write down at least two ideas from the article that might answer the Essential Question.
· Students that read the same article will get into small groups and discuss what was read and what was written in their chart.  
Assessment
· Students will be given a chart to document their conclusions after the various sources are presented about children’s fates during the relocation of Jews in the holocaust.    
Closure to Lesson               
· Students will reflect how they felt wearing the Star of David based on what was learned throughout the lesson.  Others whom were not wearing the star will also reflect their feelings as well.
Differentiation
· Three different resource articles will be provided to students to read.  Each article gives information about what happened to children during the holocaust but are at different reading levels.  Teacher will determine which students get which resource to read.
Extension/Next Day Lesson
· Random students will be asked again to wear the Star of David.
· Teacher will choose a story from Escape:  Children of the Holocaust by Allan Zullo and read it aloud to the class.  Students will reflect on the story and complete their chart with at least two pieces of information that answer the Essential Question and show evidence from the text.  
· Students will share what was written (now students have ideas before they come to their group).
· The lesson will conclude with students drawing their own conclusions about how people really know what happened to children in the relocation of Jews during the holocaust.  
· Students will share the information from their charts in small groups.
· The teacher will facilitate a class discussion on students’ conclusion and any other comments about the film, resources, and story.  
· Students will also reflect how they felt wearing the Star of David during the past two days based on what was learned throughout the lesson.
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
