Tier I – Class-wide group instruction in the general education setting using universal design for learning (UDL –principles and curriculum that provides all students an equal opportunity to learn) with a standards aligned curriculum delivered with fidelity using differentiated, evidenced based instructional and assessment practices that meet the needs of at least 80% of the students.

Standards-aligned instruction
School wide foundational interventions are provided to all students
Used to designate instructional interventions

Universal screening and benchmark assessments: 3-5/year
Key to school improvement
Core programs aligned to PA standards
Infrastructure allocating time for instruction, intervention, data analysis
Instruction designed for all setting and all students
>80% student proficiency
Alignment of materials and assessments
Small and large group instruction
Scaffolding
Cumulative reviews
Differentiated instruction
Consider the needs of ESL students: culturally responsive attributes
Quality research-based instruction by knowledgeable teachers building from students prior knowledge
ALL students receive Tier I interventions, also known as “Best Practices,” with the classroom teacher 

Tier I interventions will be successful with 80 -90% of the student population.


Tier II – Based on academic school wide screening, students who are not meeting grade level benchmarks and for whom Tier I interventions are not supportive enough will receive Targeted or remedial intervention - academic and behavioral strategies, methodologies and practices designed for some students who are not making expected progress in the standards- aligned system and who may be at risk for academic and behavioral failure
Students require additional academic and behavioral support to successfully engage in the learning process
Small group instruction – ¾ times a week for 30-60 minutes a session
Small group conducted by trained personnel not the teacher
For students at academic or behavioral risk
Bi-monthly progress monitoring
Receive the same instruction as students in Tier 1 as well as targeted interventions. 
Represents 5-10% of the population. 
Maybe provided by the classroom teacher as well as support staff when necessary.
Small group instruction


Tier III – Intensive individual interventions - academic and behavioral strategies, methodologies and practices designed for a few students who are significantly below grade level benchmarks or who are demonstrating significant difficulties with behavioral and social competence
General education plus individualized instruction
Conducted by trained special education personnel not the classroom teacher
Students who are not making adequate progress at Tier II will receive Tier III interventions. 
Include intensive instruction, specific to the student’s highest area(s) of need. 
Represent 1-5% of the population
Weekly progress monitoring

Teachers Role - Tier I can reduce the number of students needing Tier II support to 9-10% of the student population 
Tier I – for all students, best practices, differentiation
Tier II – small group instruction, best practices, differentiation
Tier III – specialized instruction, best practices, differentiation
