Instructional Strategy

[bookmark: _GoBack]The instructional strategy begins with subordinate information, the background of RtI and continues through the teacher’s role.  The topics follow Gagne’s 9 events of instruction; there are attention getting activities, rehearsal, encoding, retrieval and feedback.  The topics are designed to gain the attention, be relevant, provide information, let the learners gain confidence in the process and have satisfaction in their understanding (Keller, ARCS).  Throughout the topics, learners are provided with the prerequisites (background knowledge), presented with the stimulus, given guidance and practice with continuous feedback.
