Flunixin
Uses: 

Flunixin is an NSAID which prevents the biosynthesis of prostaglandins by inhibiting cyclooxygenase (COX) in the arachadonic acid cascade. It is an antipyretic, anti inflammatory and analgesic. Flunixin works systemically to alleviate inflammation and pain to the musculoskeletal system in horses and for the treatment of pyrexia, endotoxaemia and associated inflammation in ruminants.

Dose given:

0.781 ml slow IV in the jugular.

Equation- (wt x dose)/ conc of drug
Complications:

Flunixin is associated with both gastrointestinal and renal toxicity. 
Do not use in dehydrated animals.

Withdrawal period:

Cattle: Meat: 7 Days
Milk: 36 Hours
Horses: Meat: 7 Days
Pigs: Meat: 22 Days
Do not use in mares producing milk for human consumption
