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Rationale

Writing demands the connection of words, statements, and sentences that allow for communication via the written word. The sentences are connected to make paragraphs that allow the writer to express or inform the audience of the selected topic. This process requires a progression of thoughts and the ability to express them with words. However, learning and mastering this process requires an effective curriculum and lesson plan to instruct students. That is why the Jigsaw Model is a good for language arts. The Jigsaw Model falls under the heading of cooperative learning and puts learners into an environment that supports collectiveness and teamwork (Chiarelott, 2006). The environment created through the Jigsaw Model supports effective teaching techniques that allow learners to master the written word.

The benefit that the student receives through application of the Jigsaw Model is collaborative learning. For example, students often work in groups on the same project or assignment. The work is divided into sections and each group is allowed to focus on a more narrow area of a larger topic (Chiarelott, 2006). Additional benefit is received from the learner when each group has mastered their topic and then come together as a class with the other groups to share what they have learned. The sharing of information encourages a collaborative environment that supports teamwork and cooperative learning (Chiarelott, 2006). 

The model could require that the unit starts with pre writing. This subunit encourages learners to first develop a draft of their meaningful and relevant topic. Through brainstorming the early writer generates enough material to make an outline, which includes the first ordering of selected topic. At this point an assessment determines if the outlined learning goals have been achieved before moving on to the next sequence of the pre writing subunit.

Next, the student further develops the outline. At this stage, topic sentences with supporting sentences are started to form through the connection of words and phrases. The ultimate learning objective for this stage is a good topic sentence and multiple (3-4) supporting sentences that start to take shape of a good paragraph.

Third, revision of the previous subunit of development is next sequence in the writing process. This includes particular attention to capitalization and proper punctuation. The proofreading of previous sequence allows for a further development of the writing with an ultimate learning object of a well-written paragraph(s), which will be built on with more detail through further development to eventually scaffold into an essay or story.

Last, once the ultimate learning object of an essay/story has been achieved, the student shares work with peers. This is done through a presentation format that allows the writer to share with the class their final draft. At this time, peers are given an opportunity at end of presentation to discuss and provide constructive feedback to the author. Therefore, supporting a cooperative learning model.

In conclusion, an effective application of the Jigsaw Model for good writing could allow for a cooperative effort from the entire class to create an essay. For example, the normal size class can be broken down into groups. The ideal amount of groups for this application is 5 groups. Each group will have their own writing objective. This will allow them to become experts on one part of the project. The first group would work on introduction paragraph while groups two, three and four complete body paragraphs which each cover a separate topic supporting the thesis statement in the introduction paragraph. Last, the final group would complete the conclusion. Once the groups have completed their paragraphs, they come together and combine their work to make a complete essay. This would be a demonstration of the Jigsaw Model in language arts.
