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Cows 174 and 175:

1) Environment: There were faeces on the ground of normal consistency. The faeces were green which coincided with the green forage that was in the pen. 

2) Demeanour: The animals were calm and became anxious when we approached. They were also bright, alert and responsive. 

3) Posture and gait: Normal upright posture with normal gait. 

4) Conformation: Normal conformation the body was symmetrical on both sides.


5) There were no lumps, bumps, lacerations or lesions. 

6) No ectoparasites were seen.


7) Hair coat and skin:  The coats were soft and shiny, no alopecia was seen.


8) Discharges: No discharges were seen. 


NB: It was observed that for cow #174 someone attempted to dehorn the left the horn but was unsuccessful.
