Post-op Complications
· The “Transpalpebral approach” is recommended for any indication when removing an eye. This technique allows us to removes the globe and all secretory tissues (eyelids conjunctiva and nictitating membrane) from the conjunctival sac. Failure to remove any of these membranes could result in cyst formation. 

· “Oculocardiac reflex” Exerting excessive force and traction on the globe before cutting the optic nerve and extraocular muscles, could cause displacement of and traction on the optic chiasm which can lead to permanent blindness in the remaining eye. 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Sinus Bradycardia, ectopic beats, asystole (life threatening), atrioventricular block as a result of the Oculocardiac reflex. 
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
