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The Double sided hoof trimmer
The Double sided hoof trimmer is a common tool that is used in hoof trimming/care practices in both large and small ruminant and also horses. The double side trimmer is a left and right handed trimmer which fits comfortably in the correct hand when held. It is held with a first grip with the blade coming of the little finger wide. Reason being, this knife doesn’t cut well when coming out the thumb side.
To manipulate this tool you can hold all the way to the neck of this tool until the edge touches your palm (this area is not sharp). For a stroke towards you or away from you, turn your palm upwards or downwards (turn knife over) respectively. You can use your thumb of the opposite hand has a pivot to push the back of the knife for a strong cut. This is applicable where you do not have enough room to do a full length arm cut. 
    

Rasp 
The Rasp is a file like tool which has sharp teeth on its bars. These sharp teeth allows a more coarsely cut than files.  The rasp can be used with or without a handle (depends on your preference/wear gloves) depending on what is comfortable with you.
When using a Rasp ensure that you make flat strokes on the hooves. Any deviation from making a flat stroke will cause uneven hooves. It is important to start off with slow strokes then had speed while you go along. 
· Hold the pointed end when u want to push down (away from you) and the round end when you want to pull towards you.
· “To trim the heels, it works best to hold the round end and pull upwards (toward yourself) across the "grain" (direction of growth) of the hoof wall, which slants forward. Do a little on one heel, a little on the other, and check their length frequently. Beware: If you rasp across both heels at the same time, you will make them uneven, because your arm stroke won't be even.”

	
Hoof Nipper 

The Hoof Nipper is used to remove large/harder pieces of hoof because of the about of pressure that can be applied. 
                    


Hoof clippers
Because of its small size the clippers are normally used to remove small pieces of overgrown hoof or when removing dirt from the hoof. It is also comfortable to use when working with small ruminant and sometimes cattle. 
                       
Electric Grinder
The electric hoof grinder is normally used when trimming the hooves of cattle. Because of the power of this machine, it is easy to remove and small and large portion of the overgrown hooves. It also very good in smoothing down the hooves foe better comfort. 
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Electric hoof knife/Merlin chainsaw
The Electric hoof knife normally used with cattle. It is very efficient, when move small pieces of overgrown hoofs. Most often used to clear the non-weight bearing area of the hoof. Its small size makes it very easy to work with. 
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
