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ILO #3 - Students will demonstrate attributes associated with professional and civic leadership.
Key Attributes of Leadership include:
· Integrity - Students who demonstrate integrity align words with behaviors. They can be trusted to objectively lead, act and serve.
· Initiative  - Students who demonstrate initiative are proactive and take responsibility for their actions and prioritize the needs of others before their own.
· Collaboration - Students who are collaborative have the interpersonal skills to communicate a shared vision or goal. They motivate and empower others to contribute knowledge and strengths in support of a common vision.
· Decision making - Students who make informed decisions reflect before they act. They are able to gather pertinent data and information, as well as analyze the costs, benefits, and potential outcomes of a course of action.
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
