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College of Arts and Sciences Implementation Proposal for the Undergraduate Writing Program

Writing Enriched Courses

1. Definition:

A writing enriched course section is one that has three or more writing assignments that include editing and revision of corrected drafts so that students learn to identify and correct their writing errors.  The multiple writing assignments, including revisions, must total at least 25 pages.

2. Number of Courses:

In addition to ENGL 101, the freshman composition course, students must take at least four additional writing enriched courses, preferably one during each of their four years.

3. Class Size:

Class sizes for writing enriched course sections will be capped at 25.

4. Designation of Writing Enriched Courses:

The curriculum committee in each division will have the responsibility of approving writing enriched course sections each semester.

Testing Graduating Seniors for Level 5 Competency

1. Annual Writing Sample

Each fall semester all students, except freshman, will be given the writing sample administered by the Writing Center.  Students who score at level 3 or below during the sophomore year, or at level 4 or below during the junior year will be referred to the Writing Center for additional help.  

2. Level 5 Testing

The Writing Center will be used to assess the graduation requirement of level 5 competency.  Students may satisfy the level 5 requirement any time in the 32, 41, or 42 semesters.  Students who do not attain level 5 during the fall of their junior year will be encouraged to begin to satisfy the level 5 requirement early.  This will give them additional time to make use of the Writing Center and other resources if necessary.  ENABLE students, students for whom English is a second language, and a small number of other students may not be able to reach level 5 even after extensive work with the Writing Center.  In these cases the associate dean may approve the student for graduation after consulting with the Writing Center.

Transfer Students

1. Initial Testing

Transfer students will be tested during the summer orientation for transfer students.  Transfer students who do not come to the summer orientation will be tested by the Writing Center during their first semester on campus.  

2. Writing Enriched Course Requirements (in addition to ENGL 101)

11, 12, and 21-level transfer students must take four writing enriched courses.

22, and 31-level transfer students must take three writing enriched courses.

32, and 41-level transfer students must take two writing enriched courses.
