Tissue forceps are used to grasp or clamp tissue, varying the degree of tissue trauma that is created. 
· Allis tissue forceps have interlocking sharp teeth; this instrument is used to firmly grasp tissue that is going to be removed from the body.
· Backhaus clamps for grasping tissue, securing towels or drapes and holding or reducing small bone fractures. 
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
