	Phytonadione 10 mg


	Used as a coagulant.

Cattle, horses, swine, sheep, goats, dogs and cats.

Aid in the treatment of coagulation disorders associated with
hypoprothrombinemia due to Vitamin K deficiency or interference with Vitamin K activity
and poisoning with anticoagulant
rodenticides in dogs.


	Acute hypoprothrombinemia (with hemorrhage):
0.25 to 2.5 mg per kg of body weight (slow IV injection at a rate not to exceed 1 mg/minute).
Non-acute hypoprothrombinemia:
IM or subcut: 0.25 to 2.5 mg per kg of body weight.

Whenever possible, the intramuscular or subcutaneous administration
route should be employed.

For intravenous administration dilute with preservative free 5% dextrose,
0.9% sodium chloride injection or 5% dextrose in 0.9% sodium chloride
injection. Do not use other diluents.
