	POST OPERATIVE CARE AFTER  EXENTERATION AND THIRD EYELID REMOVAL

	COMPLICATIONS
· Extensive hemorrhage from the optic artery.
· Infection
· Cattle often demonstrate pruritis after surgery
· Recurrence of disease, if the neoplasia metastasized into bone or regional lymph nodes. 
· Dehiscence of the suture 
· Incisional dehiscence due to head rubbing
· Convulsions due to inadvertent injection of lidocaine into the meningeal reflection of the optic nerve while performing the retrobulbar block

	AFTER CARE
· The animal should be kept in a confined area for several days after surgery to allow for appropriate hemostasis to occur.
· Daily observation of the surgical site and assessment of general well being is recommended until suture removal. 
· Sutures should be removed in 14 to 21 days to allow for complete healing of the skin.
· If the globe or periocular skin was infected or an orbital silicone prosthesis was placed,  use an antibiotic  such as LA Combikel 
The withdrawal period for Combikel is 21 days.
and should be administer for 6 to 10 days. 
· Nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory (NSAID) “Flunixin” drug is recommended for about two or three days post surgery or longer if needed.
The withdrawal period for Banamine is 12 days.

	CLIENT ADVICE
[bookmark: _GoBack]If purulent drainage is noted during the course of healing of an enucleation procedure, the medial interrupted suture may be removed and the cavity flushed with a dilute disinfectant solution daily until resolution of the orbital infection. Antibiotic therapy is recommended if systemic signs of infection are noted.

	Third Eyelid Removal
COMPLICATIONS
Although rare, these  include orbital fat prolapse, slight hemorrhage, keratoconjunctivitis sicca (KCS) or superficial keratitis. Third eyelid cartilage partly excised can irritate the cornea to cause entropion, conjunctivitis, and infection. The absence of a (Third Eye lid) TE can alter nasal lid conformation such that environmental debris accumulates and causes persistent inflammation of the nasal conjunctiva and eyelids.
AFTER CARE
Injectable NSAIDs and topical antibiotics are not commonly used after TE removal commonly used but patients with significant dryness or preexisting inflammation can be treated if needs be.
CLIENT ADVICE
Animals should be observed on a daily basis to ensure that there is no inflammation or swelling, and if discharge is seen coming from the eye the veterinarian should be contacted immediately for further treatment.
