Digit Disarticulation
Postoperative Management
A pressure wrap was placed on the site before releasing the tourniquet. The bandage is to be changed in approximately 3 days, and the wound is left open to heal by secondary intention unless there was some haemorrhage present when the bandage is to be changed. 
The suture site would clean and dress with oxytet to prevent any form infection or mydrasis.
The animal will be separated from the herd and housed in dry conditions where food and water are easily accessible to avoid overuse of the digit.
Long acting penicillin will be administered once every 2 days after surgery.
Suture removal in 14 days.

Digit Amputation
Postoperative Management
The bandage should be changed 2–3 days after surgery. The limb is kept bandaged until the wound has healed.
[bookmark: _Hlk499485291]The animal will be separated from the herd and housed in dry conditions where food and water are easily accessible to avoid overuse of the remaining digit.
Long acting Penicillin will be administered once every 2 days after surgery.
Suture removal in 14 days.
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
