
DRUGS TO BE ADMINSTERED FOR A DIGIT AMPUTATION

Lidocaine – a local anaesthetic used to local the hoof area or region.
Xylazine/ketamine –
Ketamine is a rapid acting general anesthetic that has significant analgesic activity and a lack of cardiopulmonary depressant effects.
Xylazine is used for sedation, anesthesia, muscle relaxation, and analgesia in animals.
This combination of drugs aids in the management of fractious patients. Also combining these drugs reduces the dose rate of each and so the potential for toxicity.


Calculations for these drugs

Volume to be administered to the animal
Lidocaine =
 { Dose of lidocaine (10 mg/kg)  * Weight of animal in kg ) / Concentration of lidocaine (2% / 20mg/ml) }
Withdrawal time in meat= 1 day
Ketamine =
[bookmark: _GoBack]{ Dose of ketamine (0.02mg/kg) * weight of animal in kg ) / concentration of ketamine (100 mg/ml) }
Withdrawal time in meat=3 days

Xylazine =
{ Dose of Xylazine (0.05mg/kg) * weight of animal in kg ) / concentration of ketamine (20 mg/ml) }
Withdrawal time in meat= 2days
