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If dehiscence occurs, granulation tissue will generally fill the wound satisfactorily. If healing is delayed, the surgeon may suspect recurrence of neoplastic process if it was the original indication for enucleation. 


Sutures are removed 2-3 weeks post-op. If infection is present, some of the skin sutures may be removed to permit drainage.


Antibiotics are indicated if sepsis is present. 


Post-operative analgesia, in the form of non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs, should be provided.The owner should continuously monitor the patient for signs of haemorrhage and infection. 
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
