During the inception phase, work was done to perform the initial design of the software application.  First, the vision document was created to determine the high-level customer needs and features of the application.  The application architecture refined this vision by defining the structure of the application.  From there, axiomatic design produced the information architecture to further refine the design.  The software requirement specification (SRS) was developed to document the requirements of the application.
