Evaluation Strategy
A combination of formative and summative evaluation strategies will be implemented to assess the development of English proficiency in the four language domains of listening, speaking, reading and writing.  English Language Learners comprehension of both spoken and written English is an underlying competency that they need to develop for proficiency in content standards.  This unit is tailored for the new comer students who are at a beginning level of English acquisition.  It is expected that by the end of a school year they will transition to an intermediate level of English proficiency.
Listening Skills

The ELL student will demonstrate listening competency in social and academic context.

· Read for varied purposes

Writing Skills

The ELL student will apply writing skills in academic context. 

· Write for varied purposes and audiences
· Write using learned vocabulary

· Write using simple sentence structures
An assessment for learning to increase self-confidence, motivation, and support of on-going student growth will be advantageous for this unit.  Students will maintain a portfolio with self-assessments, descriptive feedback, and teacher created rubrics, writing samples, auditory interview tape, dialogue journals, writing logs, cloze assessments, vocabulary vault, graphic organizers, oral comprehensions tests, and quick checks.[image: image1.png]
