SEQUENCING RATIONALE
The ELL language domain unit is organized according to a development of cognitive processes for the beginning level of English language acquisition with skills that are intertwined yet scaffold upon one another for successful mastery.  This method is both practical and efficient because students are acquiring a second language that requires substantial time to transfer and develop of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills.  

The first subunit, Listening Skills will immerse the student in the ability to understand simple directions and commands in a social setting.  This unit will include a plethora of visuals, realia, pantomime, and repetition.  Students will be exposed to rich language in authentic situations.  While in the academic setting, students will listen to short fables or stories to derive the main idea.  They are may respond in their native language however they are being taught solely in English.

The second subunit, Speaking Skills encourages students to express emotions, feelings, or needs in a social context.  For instance, the teacher might ask, “how do you feel today?”  The students would have several choices with visuals to make the connection.  The student may state, “I feel happy today.” This is a gradual process as more vocabulary, words, and phrases are introduced for both academic and social context.  In this unit, there is abundant role-play to practice speaking in a nurturing environment.

The next subunit, Reading the student use context clues to determine meaning.  Guided reading is modeled extensively and student choral read with the teacher.  Independent reading comes after introducing vocabulary and word pronunciation.  Students can read beginner books with simple text for a variety of purpose.

The last subunit, Writing develops the student’s ability to apply the writing process by building vocabulary and simple sentence structure.  The students develop writing through graphic organizers, class discussion, visuals, and writing prompts.  At this stage the purpose is to convey oral ideas into writing pieces regardless of quantity or mechanics.
