

Unit Outcomes:
1. Teachers will learn the basics of the 6 + 1 Traits of Writing process and assessment strategies.

2. Teachers will apply these traits to current writing lessons, and change and develop new ones.

Time Period Objectives:

1. Teachers will demonstrate knowledge of the first two traits of writing.

2. Teachers will analyze lessons presented 

3. Teachers will begin creating a bank of lessons to take back to their classrooms and apply.

Materials Needed:

· Teacher created lesson plans typed and copies made

· Binder for teachers to put lesson plans into

· Large writing paper to post critiques and suggestions

Procedures:


Before the lesson:
1. Give the teachers time to complete their lessons on either ideas or organizations that they will present to the class.  Also make sure they have everything they need and you are walking around and available to help each group with suggestions or help with any problems.  (15 min.)

During the lesson:

1. Teachers will present the lessons they created.  Please wait until after all three lessons before asking for critiques and suggestions.  Also remind teachers to write down their ideas after the lesson was presented so their ideas are fresh in their minds.  (30 min.)

Key Questions:

1. Do the lessons make sense and can you apply these strategies in your classroom.

Summary/Closure/Evaluation:

1. Once the lesson is over open the floor for discussion and critique.  Please remind everyone to be courteous and give positive feedback.  The lead teacher will make a list of suggestions and ideas to help improve the lesson and tie up any loose ends necessary.  Teachers will leave with the beginning binder of lessons and ideas to take to their classrooms.  (10 min.)
