Evaluation Strategies

This course of study will be evaluated using both formative and summative assessments.  These assessments will be used to determine how well the students are mastering the learning objectives, the growth the students have made with their reading skills throughout the course of study, as well as the strengths and weaknesses of the curriculum.  

Formative assessments will be used throughout the entire course of study.  The assessments will be used to acquire baseline data at the beginning of the sub units and also to monitor comprehension of the material throughout the course.  Baseline data will be acquired by reading my students’ I.E.P.’s as well as a variety of pre-assessments given at the start of each sub unit.  In order to monitor student progress throughout the sub unit students will undergo different assessments such as multiple choice and extended response quizzes and tests, observations, oral presentations, and hands-on activities.  Using multiple modes of assessment will take into account the different strengths and weaknesses of my students.  Short cycle assessments will also allow the teacher to adapt instruction to the needs of students on a daily basis.  All of the assessments will be interpreted by the classroom teacher.

A summative assessment will be used in the form of the Ohio Reading Achievement Test which will be administered at the end of the unit.  The Ohio Achievement Test is given annually and measures how well students are able to master Ohio’s academic content standards as well as the progress they have made from one year to the next.  Due to the fact that this course of study is based on Ohio’s academic content standards, this test provides an adequate measure of how well the students are performing in relation to those standards.  The results of this test will be evaluated by state assessors and the data will then be interpreted by the school’s administration and classroom teacher.  The data will be used to measure student gains from year to year as well as highlight any areas of strength or weakness in the curriculum.
