· Students will list/identify the five different senses. (knowledge)
· Students will sort animals into birds, bug/insects, water animals and land animals. (knowledge, comprehension and application)
· Students will sort animals by size, big and little. (knowledge, comprehension and application)
· Students will ask what if questions. (synthesis, affective)
· Students will ask open-ended questions. (synthesis, affective)
· Students will draw a picture of a mother and baby to demonstrate that babies resemble their mother. (knowledge,  comprehension)
· Students will identify items that sink and float. (knowledge)
Social Studies
· Students will state the days of the week. (knowledge)
· Students will identify today, tomorrow and yesterday. (knowledge)
· Students will state home address. (knowledge)
