Evaluation Strategies

Standard A
Students will demonstrate competency in motor skills and movement patterns

1. Informal evaluations as teacher walks around gym, observing critiquing students movements 

2. Peer evaluations- have students evaluate on a numbered rating system on the qualitative movements of other peers.

3. Assessment tests such as the TGMD II (Test of Gross Motor Development, 2nd edition) can be used to evaluate the individual student’s gross motor skills.  

Standard B

Students participates regularly in physical activity

1. Sixth grade students will participate in daily Physical Education classes

2. Offer school fitness programs such as Jump Rope for Hearts, Mile Club, School health fair

3. Encourage active participation in activities after school hours

Standard C

Students will maintain a healthy level of fitness with archived documentation of progress

1. Pre-test/Post-Test of Presidents Physical Fitness Test

2. Regular participation in all areas of fitness

3. Student/Teacher conference interpreting results from standardized tests
