EVALUATION STRATEGY
CELL UNIT


Both formative and summative evaluation strategies will be used throughout the cell unit. Formative assessments will be used daily through teacher observations while notes are being created, during observations while students conduct labs and, through a variety of other in-class activities.  An example is when the students complete their cell transport concept map.  Students will be given a list of terms and they are to arrange the terms in a concept map to show their understanding of cell transport.  Before they are allowed to finalize their concept maps, the layout must be approved by the teacher, at this point, any misunderstandings can be cleared up through immediate feedback, and the mistakes can be corrected.  Labs and exit assignments will frequently be used to assess student understanding on a daily basis, this will allow for clarification and corrections to be made before moving on to a different topic.


Throughout the unit, small quizzes and lab reports will be assigned to students to assess understanding and to emphasize concepts that will be presented in later units.  

A district wide formative assessment will be given at the end of the unit to determine the student’s mastery level of Ohio Content Standards.  This assessment will be used to re-teach any material before moving on to the next unit.  In addition, because the test is based on the Ohio Graduation Test, it will give the students an idea of the types of questions that will be presented on the Ohio Graduation Test.
