SEQUENCING RATIONALE
CELL UNIT


The cell unit will be organized in such a way that the students will build off of previously taught concepts.  This method will be used because it best fits the nature of the biology course and will allow for a sequential and logical presentation of material and concepts.


The first subunit “Structure and Function", is the most logical place to begin because it first addresses how scientists developed the cell theory and information has changed over time.  Building on this, students will then learn about the cell as a whole and the variety of cell organelles and their functions.  This is necessary in order to understand later topics presented.  


The second subunit, “Energy”, is appropriate because it takes students through the cells processes of obtaining energy.  Students will develop an understanding for how their bodies obtain and use energy and the importance of photosynthetic organisms.


The third subunit, “Growth and Division”, will introduce students to how the cells reproduce and why there is a need for cell reproduction.  Learners will understand that in order to repair and grow their bodies much reproduce cells.  In addition, students will obtain facts related to how the cell cycle is regulated and what can happen when the regulation of the cell cycles is disrupted.  It is important for students to understand that cancer is uncontrolled cell division.
