Evaluation Strategies
The students will be evaluated frequently throughout the sub-units through formative and summative assessments.  Students will practice and be assessed on the various rules learned throughout each sub unit through worksheets and quizzes.  Cumulative tests will also be given.  These types of activities best prepare them for State Exams.
Additionally, the students will design and present rules in their own words to their classmates throughout the units.  This will assist the students with higher levels of thinking skills.  At certain points in time, it is also appropriate to align students in small groups with a student leader or teacher to direct or facilitate review processes.  These activities will address students who learn by means other than auditory and visual learning.
While students will practice paragraph and essay writing as a class, they must also create a final five paragraph essay that appropriately addresses a prompt.  The students will be given a schedule by which this process will be completed.  They will also be expected to complete a self-evaluation form that addresses many of the unit outcomes discussed throughout the various sub-units and mimics the rubric that will be used to assess the final product.
