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Evaluation Strategy

Assessment in Physical Education of second graders can use a huge array of assessment tools to evaluate.  Summative and formative evaluation will be conducted in several ways.  The teacher of the unit can administer pre- and post-assessment surveys and tests to determine student knowledge of content, level of participation, and interest in maintaining a level of fitness.


The evaluation most widely used is observation.  Observation of a student’s actions and movements indicate what areas are strengths and weaknesses.  Peer assessments really help both students as they assess their peers and are able to point out and correct not only their movements, but someone else in the class.  Things really sink in when you can receive information and then be able to relay information.  Assessment of student’s progress is charted on a few class competitions.  Competition charts let the entire class visually see how well a student is progressing after practice of a skill.  


Open ended questions are another tool used for evaluation.  Questions directed to the class about anything and everything relating to patterns, skills, current events, spelling, math, and definitions are a few of the areas that can be covered with open ended questions.  Getting as interdisciplinary as possible is a goal of the specials teachers to form a well rounded student.


Movement trials are a valuable tool for evaluation.  The station set up works extremely well so I can administer individual trials to each student.  The more assessment tools we use for the unit the more comprehensive the evaluation becomes.
