
Unit and Unit Outcomes

Subunit One: Definition of Differentiated Instruction

Teachers will be able to define what differentiated instruction is.

Teachers will explain what differentiated instruction is not by listing examples.

Teachers will be able to conduct research on differentiated instruction by looking through provided materials (books, scholarly articles, journals etc.).

Teachers will explain why differentiated instruction can increase student achievement.

Subunit Two:  Differentiated Instruction Strategies

Teachers will analyze whole group strategies by utilizing research materials.

Teachers will identify individual strategies to be used with their students’ special needs.

Teachers will research additional strategies that are appropriate for their classroom students.

Teachers will develop their own strategies that could help differentiate instruction in their own classrooms.

Teachers will perform a differentiated instruction strategy in their own classroom and report on the results.

Teachers will analyze the results of the differentiated instruction strategy and make alterations to each specific class.

Teachers will define what formative assessments are.

Teachers will define what summative assessments are.

Teachers will research formative and summative assessment ideas using research materials provided.

Teachers will explore possible assessments to utilize in their classrooms

Teachers will develop their own assessments based on their students’ individual needs.

Teachers will perform their own assessments to students.

Teachers will evaluate the success of their formative and summative assessments
Subunit Four: Steps in Designing a Lesson

Teachers will identify the steps that are necessary when designing a differentiated instruction lesson plan.

Teachers will develop essential questions for the unit.

Teachers will be able to identify the Ohio State standards that will be met for the unit.

Teachers will construct objectives for the units that are appropriate in determining students’ success.

Teachers will identify participants in their classes that have specials needs.

Teachers will develop accommodations in the lesson for the participants that with special needs.

Teachers design formative and summative assessments that are appropriate for their class.

Teachers will construct pre-assessments that are appropriate for their class in order to find out what participants know.

Teachers will deliver pre-assessments to students and evaluate the results.

Teachers will develop learning experiences for the lesson based on the results of the pre-assessments.

Teachers will examine and review their lesson steps to insure everything runs smoothly.

Teachers examine the lesson plan with a colleague to gain suggestions for success.

Teachers will create materials that are necessary to carry out the lesson.

Teachers perform the lesson as planned.

Teachers will identify adjustments that need to be made to objectives and assessments.

Teachers will evaluate the lesson’s success.

Teachers will determine changes to be made for future use of lesson plan.
